REGISTRATION INFORMATION

TEAM (General): All teams must be duly registered and in good standing with their respective state, provincial or
national soccer association. A player may play for only one team during the tournament. Each team will consist of

eighteen (18) players maximum. Each team will play a minimum of three (3) games. All international teams are re-
quested to bring a flag of their country.

Team Hosters: All teams will be subject to the limitation of the three (3) player transfer rule of registered players per
seasonal year in accordance with USYSA. Any transfer will be subject to CSII certification through the USYSA. ‘All
teams must have any roster revision noted and certified by their respective state or provincial league or national
association.

As a result of unexpected injuries or inability ot players to travel, teams will be permitted a maximum of four (4)
playerchanges to their preliminary roster. This data must be received by the CSII Registrar no laterthan Dec. 10, 1985,

at which time all rosters become final. All roster revisions must be approved by the tournament director in writing and
may be granted in confirmed case of emergency.

Player Ceitificalion: All USA teams must have in their possession valid USYSA player passes and proof of age per
USYSA rules. All international teams must have in their possession valid 1985 league player passes to verify club
affiliation in addition to a passport or copy of birth certificate to confirm their age.

Expenses and Billeting: The transportation, room and board by aii visiting teams to and from Coral Springs,
Florida, will be at the expense of the visiting team. Billeting will be available upon request to the CSI! Registrar, subject
to availability. All local teams will be required to assist in billeting and to provide ground transportation to and from games
for their visitor teams. Detailed travel packets will be provided.to all teams accepted for the tournament.

REGISTRATION PROCEDURES ;

An Application form, properly filled out with requested information, and the entry fee of $150 (U.S.) payabie to “Coral
Springs International Invitational” (CSll) must be received by the CSIl Registrar na later than September 15, 1985.

Mail these two (2) items to: Registrar, CSIl, PO Box 8259, Coral Springs, FL 33075.

The entry fee of $150 will be forfeited If team has been notified as having been accepted and subsequently
withdraws from the tournament. Any team not selected will receive an immediate refund. Accepted teams will
receive tournameni rules and additional information. Accepted visitor teams must forward a league-certified applica-
tion-to-travel form, and team performance bond of $75 (U.S.) ($200 maximum per clu’), postmarked not later than
October 15, 1985. Acceptance replies will be issued by November 10, 1985.
