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Construction on
Flume Underway

Construction on the U.S. Swim-
ming Flume, centerpiece for the In-
ternational Center for Aquatic
Research on the grounds of the U.S.
Olympic Training Center in Colo-
rado Springs, Colo., has officially
begun.

Ground-breaking ceremonies
were held in Colorado Springs on
May 2 with representatives from
U.S. Swimming, the Colorado Sports
Corporation, the U.S. Olympic Com-
mittee and the University of Colordo
at Colorado Springs (UCCS).

Carol Zaleski, president of USS,
praised the new facility as part of
U.S. Swimming's commitment to the
future of the sport. She promised
full cooperation between USS and
the U.S. Olympic Committee in the
operation of the flume and the avail-
ability of all athletes to the Interna-
tional Center for Aquatic Research.

Representing the USOC at the
ground-breaking ceremony were
Barron Pitinger, assistant executive
director, and Kenneth (K.C.) Clarke,
director of the USOC Sports Medi-
cine Program.

Jim Warcinski, executive director
of the Colorado Sports Corporation,
and Professor Fred Zaebst of UCCS
were also on hand for the ceremony.

USS Director of Sports Medicine
Dr. John Troup is spearheading the
flume project and will be the direc-
tor of the facility when it is finished
in the spring of 1988.

The flume, being constructed by
FluiDyne Corporation of Minnea-
polis, Minn., is a steel channel 65
feet long and 35 feet high. The swim-
ming area of the flume is 15 feet
wide and five feet deep.

The speed of the circulating water
is controllable from 0 to 2.5 meters

per second (worid record pace) and
the “test” section of the flume is
enclosed by a hypobaric chamber
capable of simulating altitudes from
sea level to 7,000 feet. In the future
the altitude simulation chamber will
be able to duplicate training at
levels up to 13,500 feet.

The flume will be housed in a
special building on the Olympic
Training Center designed by Clifford
Nakata and Associates of Colorado
Springs. The 80-foot-by-40 foot, two-
story structure will house the flume,
changing room, office space and
laboratory space for the computers
and other equipment needed for the
International Center for Aquatic
Research.

The flume is being purchased
with money from the U.S. Olympic
Foundation. These dollars are from
the 1984 Los Angeles Olymboic
Games surplus, and represent the
first major purchase of specially
designed sports medicine equip-
ment from these funds. The U.S.
Olympic Foundation has given U.S.
Swimming three consecutive
grants, each for $350,000, to build
the flume.

The building is being constructed
with funds from the National Swim-
ming Foundation and with monies
raised from a special fund-raising

effort by former U.S. Swimming
president Sandra Baldwin. Final
cost of the entire project is ex-
pected to top $1.5 million.

Membership
Verification

The following question was posed
to John Peterson, vice president of
Financial Guardian, the U.S. Swim-
ming insurance broker:

Q: What is required of a meet host
to ensure compliance with the re-
quirement that all participants in an
insured event be members of United
States Swimming?

A: The meet host must do “what-
ever is reasonable’” to ensure that
all participants be members of USS.
The host must “pursue with reason-
able diligence"” the proof of mem-
bership.

What does this entail? Peterson
suggested that each club’s coach
provide some certification that all
team members who will be partici-
pating in the insured event are USS
members. The meet host is not ex-
pected to pursue a ‘‘nationals-style”
of membership verification, per-
sonally verifying each swimmer’s
membership.

Once the meet host has obtained
a membership verification state-
ment from each club, he has fulfilled
his responsibility to ensure compli-
ance. The meet host would not be
held responsible if a coach provides
false informaticn.

New Officials’
Tests Available

During May, each local swimming
committee (LSC) officials' chairman
received a packet of revised and up-
dated officials’ training materials.
The packet consisted of: (1) five offi-
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cials’ certification tests including
(a) timer, (b) stroke/turn, (c) starter,
(d) referee and (e) administrative; (2)
a general instruction cover which
can be used with an individual test
or with the whole packet; (3) a single
answer sheet listing all the answers
and technical reference for each of
the five tests; (4) errata sheets for
the officials’ training manuals, Offi-
ciating Swimming and Swimming
Officials Workbook/Facilitator’s
Manual.

These materials are supplied to
the LSC by the education subcom-
mittee of the national officials com-
mittee as another of the many tools
the LSCs may use in expanding the
opportunities for training and gain-
ing experience for the newly
recruited officials as well as the
seasoned professional.
