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The Olympic Solidarity will subsidize the travelling expenses

of the Directors of the National Olympic Academies. Mr Anselmo
Lopez, Director of the Olympic Solidarity will forward to you
shortly, the relevant circular with explanatory details. At

the end of this meeting in Olympia the participating Directors

of the NOAs will return to Athens via Delphi, and will be invited
to join the participants of the 30th Session at the opening .
ceremony and the official reception which will be held in Athens
on the 21st of June. All the accommodation and boarding costs

'will be borne by the IOA. Should, the Director of a National

Olympic Academy, be unable to attend this meeting he may desi-
gnate his alternate only to replace him under advice to the IOA.

b) 30th INTERNATIONAL -SESSION

The participation of the National Olympic Committee's nominees
to this Session shall also be partly subsidized by the Olympic
Solidarity.

With respect to this particular session we would like to kindly
draw your attention on the following points

1) The fundamental subject will - as always - be : Olympism.

The main theme which will be examined and discussed during the
30th session of the IOA has already been communicated to all

NOCs by our circular letter No 3022/1-8-1989.Please-find attached
hereto an additional copy of this circular, as well as a list of the subjects
that will be treated by different lecturers.

2) It is essential that NOCs should proceed to a careful selection
of their nominees to the International Olympic Academy, and to
prepare them carefully to attend the session. To many participants,
the Olympic Charter was, in a way, a "revelation". It is recommen-
ded that the selection of the participants to the IOA takes

place well in advance, so that they can be properly briefed by

the NOCs on Olympism and the ‘Olympic Movement. It is also essen-
tial that NOCs provide to the group of their nominees one - at
least - copy of the Olympic Charter for their better orientation
in the Olympic Movement.

3) NOCs should inform every delegate selected to attend an I0A
session, that a written report - prepared by the delegate and
concerning the Session he has attended - will be required to
be lodged with the NOC upon the nominee's return.
